For the current financial quarter, the Group revenue decreased from RM58.11 million to RM41.69
million by 28% and has recorded a loss before tax of RM4.64 million as compared to loss before tax
of RM6.16 million in the immediate preceding quarter.

The revenue recorded in the Constructions Division was lower by 33%, a decrease from RM51.08
million to RM34.34 million as compared to the immediate preceding quarter. The Division recorded
loss before tax of RM2.63 million as compared to profit before tax of RM363,000 in the same period
of the immediate preceding quarter due to higher cost of sales in the current financial quarter.

In the Property Development Division, it recorded a higher loss before tax of RM665,000 in the
current financial quarter as compared to loss before tax of RM149,000 in the immediate preceding
quarter due to higher operating expenses in the current financial quarter.

In the Concessions Division, revenue was lower by 63% and profit before tax decreased from
RM376,000 to RM139,000 by 63% due to cessation of an operation and maintenance of a water
treatment plant in the current financial quarter.

For the current financial quarter under review, the Group achieved higher revenue amounting to
RM41.69 million as compared to RM35.27 million for the same period in the preceding year or an
increase of 18%. Loss before taxation of RM4.64 million was recorded in the current quarter as
compared to profit before tax of RM5.30 million for the same period in the preceding year
substantially attributed by higher operating expenses and lower gross profit in the current financial
quarter.

In the Constructions Division, revenue recorded in the current financial quarter was higher by 17% as
compared to the same period in the preceding year. Profit revision of a joint venture and lower gross
profit had resulted the Division to record a loss before tax of RM2.63 million as compared to profit
before tax of RM3.23 million for the same period in the preceding year.

The Property Development Division has recorded a loss before tax of RM665,000 as compared to
loss before tax of RM1.85 million for the same period in the preceding year due to higher finance
costs in the preceding year corresponding quarter.

In the Concessions Division, revenue and profit before tax was RM141,000 and RM139,000 as
compared to RM375,000 and RM1.39 million respectively for the same period in the preceding year.
Lower share of profit of associated company was recorded in the current financial quarter due to
cessation of an operation and maintenance of a water treatment plant.

In the Trading and Services Division, revenue was higher by 39% as compared to the same period in
the preceding year.

For the cumulative quarter to date, the Group recorded revenue of RM132.24 million as compared to
RM86.67 million in the corresponding cumulative quarter in the preceding year. Loss before tax of
RM11.68 million was recorded in the cumulative quarter to date as compared to loss before tax of
RM4.73 million in the corresponding cumulative quarter in the preceding year attributed to higher
administrative expenses for arrear of tax paid amounting to RM5.63 million in regards to disposal of
overseas investment in prior years in the current cumulative quarter.

In the Constructions Division, revenue was 60% lower due to lower works progress when compared
to the corresponding cumulative quarter in the preceding year. The Division loss before tax was
RM1.74 million as compared to profit before tax of RM4.06 million for the same period in the
preceding year due to profit revision of a joint venture project in the cumulative quarter to date.

In the Property Development Division, it recorded loss before tax of RM2.06 million in the cumulative
quarter to date as compared to loss before tax of RM8.75 million for the same period in the preceding
year due to unrealised losses on foreign exchange and higher finance cost in the cumulative quarter
of the preceding year.

The Concessions Division recorded revenue and profit before tax of RM883,000 and RM1.71 million
as compared to RM1.09 million and RM4.10 million respectively in the corresponding cumulative
quarter in the preceding year. The lower profit before tax of 58% was due to cessation of an operation
and maintenance of a water treatment plant in the cumulative quarter to date.

The Trading and Services Division recorded revenue of RM15.93 million as compared to RM14.59
million in the corresponding cumulative quarter in the preceding year. The Division recorded loss
before tax of RM4.28 million as compared to profit before tax of RM922,000 for the same period in
the preceding year due to higher operating expenses and administrative expenses for arrear of tax
paid amounting to RM5.63 million in regards to disposal of overseas investment in prior years in the
cumulative quarter to date.
In the cumulative quarter to date, the Discontinued Operations recorded profit before tax of
RM807,000 due to disposal of 20% equity in Eco World-Salcon Y1 Pty.

The Group is rigorously tendering for water and wastewater projects in Malaysia and overseas and
look forward to increase its order books to boost earnings in its construction division.

The management is also exploring the business opportunity besides the core business.
